Gallery Exhibitions & Receptions

Exhibitions have ranged from solo to small group to large group shows.

Workshops

Figure Sessions
Over 200 artists have taken advantage of the non instructed figure
sessions offered four times each week. Artists come Tuesday evening
and Wednesday morning for single pose and Thursday evening and
Saturday morning for short poses. FAF is considering offering
regularly scheduled single pose 6 hour sessions to give artists an
opportunity to develop paintings to a greater degree of completion.

Classes

FAF has offered various art classes such as: Beginning 0il Painting,
Basic Drawing, Beginning Figure Drawing and Sculpting. FAF will
continue to add classes throughout this year.

One day a week Associate Members are encouraged to paint at FAF.

Occasionally a still life will already be set up, however, artists have
the option of setting up their own still life. Associate Members will
receive announcements of FAF gallery receptions, classes and work-
shops. Associate Members qualify for discounts to certain classes and
workshops hosted by FAF. Associate Members will be invited to take
part in an annual ‘Part with Your Art’ Holiday Exhibition and Sale.
